

Parent/Student Agreement
I understand that my child must:

· Demonstrate exemplary attendance and punctuality.

· Complete all required work.
· Make up all work missed within three days following his/her return to class from an excused absence.

· Maintain a “C” average or higher ( no D’s or F’s in any class)
· Satisfactory conduct grades (no NI’s or U’s for conduct)
· Abide by Clayton County Public Schools Student Code of Conduct and the policies of M. D. Roberts Middle School.
· Demonstrate continuous and consistent artistic growth.
· Comply with the school uniform dress policy.
· Respect and care for all equipment, supplies and school property.

· Place participation in the Fine Arts Magnet Program performances above those which may be sponsored by non-school organizations.

· Attend all rehearsals and performances in his/her area of concentration, including those during after school hours.
· Maintain exemplary school attendance (no more than 8 unexcused tardies or absences to school)
· Be eligible for promotion to the next grade at the end of each regular school year.
As a Parent I will:

· Complete ten hours per family of service to M. D. Roberts Middle School annually.
· Provide prompt transportation to and from all performances, rehearsals, tutorials and other school events.
· Support and attend performances.
Probationary policy:

· Parents/guardians and student will be informed of the child’s probationary status.
· At the end of the probationary period, a review committee will determine if the criteria for continued enrollment have been met.  Students who have not met the requirements of their probation will be dismissed from the program and returned to his/her home school.
· Students dismissed for behavioral reasons are ineligible to reapply to the magnet program. 
· Students placed on probation for attendance reasons will be required to provide an excuse for all subsequent tardies or absences in accordance with state and local board policies.
Disclosure:
I understand that failure to meet the stated expectation may result in my child being exited from the Fine Arts Magnet Program.  I have read this agreement and I am fully aware of the requirements that my son/daughter must comply with in order to participate in the Magnet Programs at M. D. Roberts Middle School.  Students are not guaranteed a position in any performance or event.  They will audition, practice, receive training, and be receptive to constructive comments which will improve their performance.  The teachers and staff of M. D. Roberts will offer a rigorous academic program which will require students to participate in class assignments, homework, and projects given by the teacher.
